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Incentive Program
Ride the Wave with Purpose Incentive Program recognizes Rainbow Girls who emulate the spirit of “the invincible summer”.  During the 2011-12 Keep Sunshine in Your Heart Year, the Rainbow Girls are asked to support their organization by “Being Proud and Saying it Loud”.  

As an incentive, the girls will be able to earn a fun bracelet with theme related charms this year. In addition at Grand Assembly, the top three assemblies who have initiated the most girls between July 2011 and May 15, 2012 as recorded on the Supreme Admin website will have a 5’ surf board in the Assembly’s name to catch some high-fives from other assemblies at the SMA & SRD Surf Shack. 
Girls on their own will need to keep track of her bracelet/charm points. Your Mother Advisor, Board member or parent will sign off on your points. A Score card is provided below. Physical score cards must be received at least 24 hours prior to an event to ensure sufficient preparations can be made to make a proper presentation.  Charms will be presented at the GWAR, GWAAR, and Official Visits by the State Rainbow Dad and State Mother Advisor.
Cash-in 5 points per charm. 

Each 5 points earns you a new and different charm. See how many you can collect this year! No points are given for attending a function that would qualify for service points.

One-Point Activities

· Write up a phone or Skype interview with a Rainbow Alumni who you don’t already know and submit to the ORJ. (Your Mother Advisor can help locate alum)
· Write and present to the SRD or SMA your personal elevator speech about Rainbow.

· Log onto to the “members only” site of gorainbow.org and upload your picture.

· Respond to one of the monthly challenges. Go to pinwheel at the bottom of the page of  gorainbow.org to find out the details.

· Visit the Masonic & Eastern Star Home or a nursing home in your community
One-Point Activities (recurring)
· Participate in a parade representing Rainbow

· Work an information table about Rainbow at a community event, church or school

· Show the Rainbow DVD to two prospective members

· Bring a prospective rainbow member who is at least 10 years old to her first Rainbow OV/Reception 

· Participate in IORG Pride Day set by your assembly and wear your IORG clothing to school (as frequently as monthly)
Four-Point Activities
· Complete the Internet Café Questionnaire (under oregonrainbow.org, resource library, documents & forms) by going to the “members only” site of gorainbow.org website and turn in the questionnaire with your completed score card.

· Design a rainbow table top display board to be showcased at the SMA/SRD Reception. (1st , 2nd and 3rd place ribbons awarded for creativity and consistency with the Branding Guide)

· Be a first line signer on a petition

· Show the Supreme PPT Presentation to a local boys & girls club/church/civic/social organization (non-masonic)

Bonus ProClub Member Charm

The ProClub will provide a special incentive for the members to learn more about Rainbow through earning her Proficiency. Girls who successfully earn their proficiency this year will earn a special ProClub Membership charm that will provide for the privilege of going to the front of the food line at all Oregon Rainbow functions this year so earn it early!
